CONDITIONALS TYPE III & MIXED – REŠENJA

III. Upotrebite kondicionalne rečenice u sledećim situacijama. (Use conditional sentences in the following situations).
e.g. The result of pressing the switch is the computer coming on. – If you press this switch, the computer comes on.

Mark can't find his car keys, so he won't drive to work. – If Mark found his car keys, he would drive to work.

1. The result of opening the door is the light coming on automatically. If you open the door, the light comes on (zero conditional).
2. You didn't bring your phone, so your friend can't reach you. If you had brought your phone, your friend could reach you (mixed III + II)
3. Warn your friend not to eat too much cake, or she'll make herself ill. If you eat too much cake, you'll make yourself ill. (conditional I)
4. Criticize your colleague for missing the lecture because he overslept. If you hadn't overslept, you wouldn't have missed the lecture. (conditional III)
5. You should have started studying earlier. You're so far behind now. If I had started studying earlier, I wouldn't be so far behind now. (mixed III+II)
6. The result of turning the key is the engine starting. If you turn the key, the engine starts. (zero conditional)
7.  
Threaten never to speak to your partner again, if he/she doesn't apologize. If you don't apologize, I'll never speak to you again! (conditional I)
8.  
 Your friend didn't tell you about her problem, so you couldn't help her. If she had told me about her problem, I could have helped her. (conditional III)
 9.   
 You're working tomorrow, so you can't go out tonight. If I weren't working tomorrow, I could go out tonight. (conditional II)
10. 
 Regret the fact that you didn't save enough money to go on holiday. If I had saved enough money, I could go on holiday. (mixed III + II)
